MELODY GILBERT

Sofia DocuMental dedicated a spe-
cial section to the work of Mel-
ody Gilbert (USA) — one of the
most influential documentarists,
an award-winning director, produc-
er, cinematographer and editor who
works mostly solo as a one-wom-
an crew to create non-judgmental
character-driven stories (more at
www.frozenfeetfilm.com). She has
directed 13 documentaries that have
screened at prestigious film festi-
vals. She also works as a produc-
er, writer and story consultant for
other filmmakers and production

companies that inspire her, which is
the reason why Sofia DocuMental
invited her to be one of the men-
tors at the workshop for documen-
tary projects in development, which
will take place as part of the festival.

The films Melody directs are note-
worthy for featuring a rare intima-
cy with her subjects as she un-
earths previously hidden worlds.
She has the ability to get people
to reveal their innermost thoughts,
whether it’s people who have full-
fledged relationships with synthet-
ic companions (Silicone Soul), or
two Bulgarian girls who try to follow
their dreams in the USA (The Sum-
mer Help), or in her latest film,
Stories | Didn’t Know, following the
search for her Irish ancestors leads
a woman down an unexpected path
to a family secret about a sacred
piece of land.

Sofia DocuMental will also show two
of Melody’s shorts: Beneath The Ink,
a film which showcases the work of
an Ohio tattoo artist enriching lives
by removing hateful and racist tat-
toos, and Viewfinder (telling the sto-
ry of Michael who for the past 23
years has taken every day a sin-
gle picture with a film camera, a
process which takes a whole new
meaning when he starts to lose his
memory).
